Dorm fees 
fall between USD300-USD1100 per semester. 
All dormitories are separated by gender, and 
residents are required to follow access control 
during certain periods to ensure their safety. 
Smoking and cooking are both prohibited in 
all NCCU dormitories. However, the use of 
microwaves and ovens are allowed in public 
areas.
